1 Purpose of this Guide

This guide is intended to supplement the Representation Form and Guidance
Note in relation to the deposit LDP and its associated documents. It is intended
to assist promoters of sites for development in submitting representations, and
applies to any land owner or land owner representative, such as:

e members of the public;

e developers;

e estate agents;

e consultant planners or similar; or

e other land owners or representatives.

Carmarthenshire’s Local Development Plan (LDP) is currently being prepared
as the new basis for decisions on planning permissions, replacing the Unitary
Development Plan. The LDP includes a range of policies for promoting
sustainable development, and is supported by a Sustainability Appraisal.

The LDP has already taken hundreds of sites into consideration, and the
Council has reviewed them and their various attributes to arrive at a selection of
preferred sites. However, alternative sites may still be submitted for
consideration, and this document aims to ensure that all sites are compared on
a ‘like for like' basis.

At this stage in the planning process, designs for a site’s development are not
expected and should not be submitted. Likewise, a full impact assessment is
not required. However, site promoters should present the information
requested and can, if desired, go on to discuss any risks of negative impacts
and how they might be managed, as well as the opportunities for beneficial
impacts. Supporting evidence which addresses the specific questions asked in
this guide is welcomed, and it should be made clear which question such
evidence is relevant to.

The content of this guide should be read in conjunction with the LDP
Representation Form and associated Guidance Note, and where appropriate,
the tables in this guide should be printed and detached for inclusion alongside
the Representation in respect of the Deposit LDP.

In responding to the Deposit LDP, any new site(s) proposed should be
accompanied by a Sustainability Appraisal (incorporating Strategic
Environmental Assessment). This information must be consistent with the
scope and level of detail in the Sustainability Appraisal undertaken by the
Authority. However, submissions in respect of proposed housing sites of less
than 0.16 ha will generally not be required to complete this process unless
subsequently notified to do so.

It should be noted that only site-specific responses will be required to undertake
this process.
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What Background Information to Submit as a Promoter

As part of a representation to the Deposit LDP, a certain amount of background
information will be needed in order to understand a site’s context. In this
respect, reference should be made to the Representation form and
accompanying Guidance Note.

Such information includes:

e Map / plan of the site boundary

e Site Reference (where applicable)
e Name of site and Address

e Site areain hectares (ha)

e Proposed use of the site

A site promoter should also refer to the Council's Deposit Carmarthenshire
Local Development Plan Guidance Notes which assist in the making of
representations and in the use and completion of the Representation Form on
the LDP.

In addition, the information in the following table is also required. Where any of
the features indicated are not near to the site, please still include a checklist
indicating ‘none’ next to the appropriate feature considered.

3 Further Statements or Evidence Required

detached for inclusion alongside a site promoter’s submission. Please specify in the
answer boxes if you are including a more detailed response or supplementary
information attached to these questions, and provide a reference linking the two
(e.g. a title or number — ‘refer to document *X”).

Please note that answering ‘yes’ to any of the questions below will not guarantee a
greater change of adoption / approval of your site. Conversely, answering ‘no’ will
not necessarily reduce the chance of your site being taken forward. A range of sites
of different sizes, locations and interrelationships is needed to meet the vision and
objectives of the LDP.

Natural environment:
